Leonardo Le San was born in the mountainous town of Santa Rosa de Cabal, in the
cool interior region of Colombia in 1977. Leo began keyboard, guitar, theory and voice
studies at the age of eleven, and was also a very active soccer player in his
hometown. Leonardo’s parents brought Leonardo and his brother Andres to the U.S.
in 1991. His father Rubiel was very supportive of his musical ambitions, yet emphatic
that the boys work hard, learn English, and play sports while preparing for a career in
music. Leo’s mother Luz Ofelia helped the two boys maintain their Spanish grammar,
verbal skills and cultural heritage. Andres adjusted 3uickly to the new culture and
language, but Leonardo had a more difficult time and missed Colombia greatly.

Later, when Leonardo had become more adapted to the U.S., he began studies at the
Wilmington Music School, taking piano with Mrs. Ethel Olsen, voice with Mr. Elliot
Jones, Composition Seminars with Artist David Brown, and Music Theory with Oboist
Timothy Clinch and Cellist Ovideu Marinescu. Leonardo then majored in Piano
Performance at the University of Delaware, where he met his dear wife Caroline. He
studied piano with Professor Christine Delbeau and Advanced Composition with Dr.
Jennifer Barker of Scotland.

After graduating from the University of Delaware, Leonardo began to work with Dr.
Otey (Otey's study of Chopin, systems of Theory and Piano Technique), and
recording piano works with talented producer Alexander Otey and the company lonian
Productions . In 1998 Leonardo recorded a CD with the legendary producer Louis
Garcia, which received air play in different FM and AM stations in the U.S., and a
television broadcast for Channel 6 ABC. Dr. Barker introduced Leonardo to the
Grammy Award winner (2000) and Sony producer Andreas Mayer, whom Leo found
very inspiring as he Planned to continue recording and performing. Leonardo then
worked with some of Mr. Mayer’s pupils by recording works by Bach, Debussy and
Prokofiev for the recording work-shops which Mr. Mayer taught.

Leonardo has a wide range of performance experience, having given several recitals
in the U.S and South America. He has performed in important venues such as the
Organization of the American States in Washington, D.C., and gave a piano
performance at the Delaware Theater preceding the acclaimed violinist Regina Carter.
He is also performed at different venues giving Piano Concerts in South America and
the US for the 2006/2007 season.

Leonardo Le San enjoys reading the Bible and history books, learning languages,
playing soccer with friends, and appreciates the world of sports. His free time is spent
with his wife and fellow artist Caroline, a graduate student of the University of
Pennsylvania. Leonardo’s second passion after the piano is composition. He has
written several works for strings, flute, piano, orchestra, and two works for a Jazz
Ensemble. He has devised a new structural form which he calls Noctazia, a
combination of nocturne and fantasia.
